FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

First Reading: Deuteronomy 18:15-20

Moses explains to the people that a prophet will come from
among them, and that they should listen to this prophet’s
words, for God has told him of this prophet. God also tells
Moses that anyone who pretends to speak in his words, or
speaks in the name of other gods shall die.

FRoM The PASTORS deskkt

The purpose of this weekend’s readings is to
encourage Christians to open themselves to receiving
the grace of God to be prophetic when needed and to
expel the demons from their own lives and the lives of
others.

What we learn is that God’s grace is available
to us on a daily basis. History books and our own
directory of saints give us tons of examples of people
who have cooperated with God’s grace by being
prophets and/or expelling demons of the day from their
own lives or the lives of others.

Baptism makes us priests, prophets and kings.
This may sound scary, but we are all called to fulfill
these roles.

Our Scriptures tell us of Moses, Paul and
Jesus, and how they acted as prophets. We also have
other special prophets throughout history. The
guestion is whether we can be prophets as well!

First we hear God promising the Israelites
through Moses that God will remain with them in the
years to come. We are told that God will raise up a
prophet, a person who will speak the word of God to
the people as Moses did. Some Scripture scholars call
these people “life-agents.” The prophets try to
cultivate and preserve the spiritual life, the spiritual
welfare of the people. Prophets were and still are
commissioned to speak the “life-giving word of God.”
This is the primary task of the prophet and nothing else
is supposed to distract them from this. Itis an
awesome privilege and responsibility to be blessed
with the spirit of God, to be able to bring the guidance
of God to the people.

In the Gospel we see Jesus using his divine
authority to cast out a demon. Jesus dismisses a spirit
that was drawing the person away from God.

Who has been the prophet to come as
promised in our midst reading? Historians might be
able to name some who have stood the test of time and
appear in our history books or in our directory of
saints.

A list might include: Martin Luther King, Jr.,
Mahatma Ghandi, Desmond Tutu, Nelson Mandella,
Bishop Untener, Archbishop Hunthausen, Bishop
Gumbleton, Dorothy Day, Sr. Dorothy Stang, S.S.N.D.
But we all need to be prophets.

Are you willing to speak the God’s word to the
people as Moses did? Parents, single adults,
teenagers, grade school children can all be “life-
agents” today. Indeed, can you be one?
